Homeowners Concerns
Homeowner Ryan Rudolph, 16358 Edgemere Drive, received a certified letter regarding a commercial vehicle not allowed in neighborhood.  Mr. Rudolph stated that he does not park his vehicle at his home, with the exception of loading and unloading his vehicle.  He stated that he stores his vehicle at the Windermere Storage on Windermere Drive.  Director Sullivan made a motion that the violation stands and is viable.  Vice President Crabtree second and the motion passed unanimously.
Homeowner Erin Mongue, 815 Black Locust Drive, stated that she has received violation fine of $100 for unsightly articles (toys in front yard).  She stated that a neighbor down the street has a child swing in the tree.  Director Sullivan made a motion that the violation fees were viable and sustains violations.  Secretary Parlsey seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  
Homeowner Dorothy Corona, 905 Thackeray Lane, sent an email requesting fines be removed for fence in disrepair.  She stated that she would have the fence repaired by end of February.  To date the fence has not been repaired.  Director Sullivan made a motion to reaffirm the  fines however remove the February fine since response was not made 30 days from date of the letter due to no quorum in February.  Vice President Crabtree seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
Homeowner Cheryl Baca, 1024 Blackthorn Drive, complained of loud vehicles.  President Wellborn stated that the WHOA cannot cite against how loud someone’s vehicle is.

Homeowner Margarita Mandujano, 849 Picadilly Drive, submitted an ACA Application for modifying her front lawn landscaping.  Director Sullivan made a motion to reject the application and require grass to be added, vegetable garden removed, and a new plan be submitted.  Vice President Crabtree and Secretary Parsley agreed.
