Minutes of the Meeting of the Board of Directors

Quorum
The meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m. by President Earl Wellborn.  Also present were Vice President James Crabtree, Director Doris Englke, Treasurer Monnie DeUnger and Property Manager Angela Drabik.  Director Patrick Sullivan was not present.

Previous Minutes

Director Crabtree moved for the approval of the March minutes with changes to the board nomination slate. Director Englke seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

New Business
President Wellborn stated that Director Dana Barbie resigned from Place 5.  President Wellborn called for nominations for Director Place 1 & 5.  Vice President Crabtree nominated Ed Geissler and Director Englke nominated Sharon Parsley.  President Wellborn called for further nominations.  See no more nominations, Director Parsley was elected to Place 1, and Director Geissler was elected to Place 5 by acclamation.
Vice President Crabtree nominated Director Parsley as Secretary.  Seeing that no more nominations were forthcoming the slate was elected by acclamation.
Homeowner Concerns 
Homeowner Jeanne McNulty, (16301 Bates Cove) received a violation notice regarding swing in front yard.  She requested that the violation and resolution be removed.  She presented a petition of eight homeowners agreeing that swings in the front yard were not considered unsightly but beneficial.  

Treasurer DeUnger moved to change the following resolution regarding for all swings suspended in trees and in the front.  The resolution shall read:

“Resolution:    “All children toys not in use in front yards shall be stored out of sight with the exception of swings attached to trees in a safe manner, in accordance to the manufacturing instructions, and in good condition.”
Director Geissler seconded the motion.  The motion passed with Treasurer DeUnger and Director Englke voting yes, Vice President Crabtree voting no, and Secretary Parsley abstaining.  
Homeowner Audrey Holt, 1224 Lochaline Loop, was concerned with pool pricing of the South Pool and that if the WHOA conveyed the North Pool to the City of Pflugerville, the charge to use the pool would be significant.  President Wellborn stated that past attendance record had shown that only about 1/3 of the homeowners ever used the pool meaning that non-pool users were subsidizing pool users.  WHOA will not determine the transfer of the North Pool to the City of Pflugerville until after this year’s pool season.  
Homeowner Dean Herko, 801 Dornach Court, requested modification to fence.  After reviewing the ACA application, Vice President Crabtree made a motion to deny the fence modification.  Secretary Parsley seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Homeowner Suketu Patel, 16215 Malden Drive, requested fines totaling $95.00 to be removed due to parents received notice but does not speak English and did not know what to do with trash container.  Trash container is now being stored properly.  Secretary Parsley made motion to remove fines contingent upon no other violation notices.  Vice President Crabtree seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
